Before students can view any content that you have posted in OAK, you first need to make the course available. To do this, locate the Control Panel (located on the left of your screen, under “Course Management”). Select “Customization” to open the drop-down menu, and click on “Properties.”
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Once you have opened the Properties page, scroll down to area number 3, “Set Availability.” Select Yes, and then scroll to the bottom of the page and click “Submit.” Your students can now see your course content.
