· PsycArticles, 1988 – Present   

Contains the full text of about 40 scholarly journals from the American Psychological Association and the Canadian Psychological Association.  

                   Topics include basic, applied, and clinical psychology.

· PsycINFO, 1887 – Present   
PsycINFO is the most comprehensive index of psychological literature. 

      It indexes around 1800 scholarly journals, books, chapters of books, 
      dissertations and technical reports.
· Web of Knowledge, Science Citation Expanded, 1965 – Present, Social Sciences Citation, 1990 - Present

Web of Science provides access to both the Science Citation Index Expanded, covering over 5,300 journals, and the Social Sciences Citation Index, covering over 1,700 journals. You can perform subject and author searches, plus search to see who has cited a particular work. The databases can be searched separately or simultaneously.
