URL .com = company (for-profit)

.edu = educational institution

.gov = government

.mil = military

.org = organization (not for profit)

Author Isan author listed? Who isthe author? Do they list credentials? Are they
associated with a reputable group? Why should you trust what this person has to
say?

Sponsoring Group Is the sponsoring group identified? Do they list funding sources? Is there

advertising? Is there an “about us” page?

Content Is the information on the site impartial or biased? Are the points well-argued or
inflammatory? Are sources well-documented? Is the information verifiable?

IKeyword Searches

(1) Use the and boolean operator between two different concepts to get only the records that contain both concepts. Use the
or hoolean operator to connect similar terms within a concept to get all the records that contain either term.

(2) Use truncation symbols to get all forms of a term.
EXAMPLE: econom* = economy, economic, economical...

On Acorn and other databases, look at the subject headings or descriptors to find other terms to use to modify your search.

Acorn is Vanderbilt's online library catalog. It lists almost all books in all VVanderbilt libraries and most U.S. government
publications distributed after July 1976. It lists which periodicals we subscribe to, but does not list individual articles. Default
operator: and.

For books by a specific author, enter the author’s name (surname first), click on the “begins with” bullet and then on
“author.”

For a specific book, enter the first few words of the title, click on the “begins with” bullet and then on “title.”

For items on a topic, enter the keywords for the topic, click on the “keyword” bullet and then on “keyword anywhere.” For
keyword searching only, use a $ to substitute for word endings. To search for a phrase, enclose the phrase with single
rather than double quotes (for example, 'north atlantic treaty").

After finding the call numbers for the books you want, check the location chart by the main elevators to find out the level on

which those books are shelved. Look at other books shelved near the books listed in Acorn, since they will be about similar
subjects.
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
